(c) General Description: 

Aqueous dispersion of natural rubber latex with small percentages of low hazard thickener, odour modifier and trace stabilising agents including non-metallic biocide. Natural Rubber latex contains small quantities of ammonia as a stabilising agent.

3. Hazards Identification
Most Important Hazards to Man: 

Prolonged or repeated contact with the skin may cause dermatitic effects in sensitive individuals.
Most Important Hazards to the Environment: 

Product is miscible with water and will discolour the water. Discolouration will be evident far downstream.

4. First Aid Measures     

Inhalation: 

Move affected person to fresh air.  If symptoms persist, seek medical advice.
Skin Contact: 

Wash affected areas with soap and water.  If irritation persists, seek medical advice.
Eye Contact:

5. Fire Fighting Measures

6. Accidental Release Measures
